date to be considered. It is the bowler’s and the league secretary’ s responsibility to ensure
that the scores are turned in within 7 days of the date bowled.

The senior all star team will be the five Senior Bowlers, must be 55 years of age by
August 1% of current season, with the highest number of points using the point system
below.

The Non Senior All Start Team will be the five non senior bowlers, must be under the age
of 55 at the start of the current bowling season, with the highest number of points using
the point system listed below.

Scores for this award will cut off March 31% of the current bowling season to allow for
the calculation and ordering of the award.
